DIABETES REGISTER in MD
When the patient data is in order the Practice Nurse can use the search tool to obtain a summary list of all patients on the Diabetes Register and their Annual Cycle of Care status.

The Register displays the dates that nine activity items were added to or amended in the patient's diabetes assessment. 

Records displayed in red colour indicate that there are one or more activity items that need attention at this time. 

Records in black colour show that the patient has completed all activities within the set timeframes for each activity, and no further activity is required at this time.

The Diabetes Register Summary will assist to identify all patients needing to complete a SIP for the Annual Cycle of Care and from these identify who would benefit from a Care Plan (GPMP) 

Print list for the summary and organise what needs to be conducted for each patient (pathology or assessments etc).

The following is a paper based Summary Sheet that could be used to organise and record individual patient assessment findings in the Diabetes Clinic.  

Ensure all results are documented in the patient notes on the computer and in patient files (if used).
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
