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Identify Eligible Patients

Database Search Method 1
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When the patient diagnosis has been entered into the progress notes correctly, a search of the database can be run to identify all eligible diabetes patients.
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· Exit all patients back to main Medical Director screen
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· Click Search then Database
· Select Condition then type “Diabetes”

· Double click Diabetes from the list

· Click Search 
Note: Running this search 

will list  all the patients who have been  

identified in their Past medical  history as having diabetes 

IF THIS METHOD FAILS TO LOCATE ANY DIABETES PATIENTS TRY METHOD 2

Database Search Method 2
Used when data has not been recorded or has been recorded incorrectly.  Search is possible by drugs prescribed electronically for diabetes treatment.  Work out which drugs have been prescribed to diabetes patients and run a search on each drug.

· Click Search then Databases

· Click in the Currently taking drug search box and type the first few characters of the drugs prescribed for Diabetes and double click the drug from the list below e.g. Diamicron  

Note: You can also search by drug class like Anti Diabetic Agents

· Click Search (Do not close screen)
