Click ‘Hide Extracts’.  Click ‘View Filter’
On the ‘General’ tab, under the ‘Age’ column, enter ‘45’ in start age
Under the ‘Last Visit’ column, select ‘Active (3x < 2 years)’
(If applicable you can also search for patients who identify as Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander) 
Click on Conditions tab, select Diabetes- No
Recalculate
Click on the smoking tab, select daily smoker and irregular smoker
Click on the BP tab, select ‘>130/80 & <=140/90’, and ‘>140/90’
Click on the FGB tab, select 5.5-7.7 and >7.7
Click on the Waist Measurement tab, select elevated and greatly elevated
Click on the ‘BMI’ tab 

Click on the ‘Obese (30+)’ and ‘Overweight (25 to 29.9)’ legends – this will “activate” all the obese and overweight segments of the bar graph
Click ‘Export’ – this will give you a list of those patients that fit the criteria
