Making Excellence the Standard

Day 1 of the medical program is geared toward specialists with concurrent programs in oncology,
cardiology and neurology. The plenary session is led by experts to provide an overview of the
integration of and synergies between the various diagnostic imaging tools available (SPECT, PET,
CT, MRI, ultrasound and CR/DR).
